3. Oversubscription for day places

Where the number of candidates who have achieved the required standard exceeds the number of
places available the following oversubscription criteria will be applied in order to decide which
children are to be admitted:

1. A 'looked after child' or adopted.

2. Children who are eligible for the Pupil Premium, including children eligible for the Service
Premium, on the date of their Entrance Exam. These pupils will need to achieve a qualifying score no
lower than 5% below the general qualifying score.

3. Children who are on roll on the date of the Entrance Exam at one of the primary schools on
the designated list.

4, Rank order according to the result of the entrance test (assuming the applicant has reached
the required academic standard).
